Just a few days after his surgery, Monty was like a brand new dog---he hadn't felt so good in
years! Under the care of his loving foster mom, he started to gain weight and thrive ; he even started
playing with toys! His comical, mischievous personality began to shine
through. Blood work done prior to his surgery revealed that Monty was in the
early stages of kidney disease, but Monty isn't able to interpret lab values and he
doesn't seem to know there's a problem. He is doing extremely well on a low
protein diet and his foster mom swears he is getting younger every day. He ap-
pears to be re-living the puppyhood that he never had!

So far, the only symptom that Monty is showing of the kidney disease is
that he drinks a lot and urinates a lot. For this reason, he is looking for a new
family where someone is home most of the time and there is easy access to the
outdoors so that his toileting needs can be accommodated. Even with frequent
potty breaks, Monty still has occasional accidents, but this is not his fault. Monty
enjoys short leash walks, but mostly he loves to putter around in the yard. He is
inquisitive and interested in his surroundings and he loves being able to snoop
and explore freely, so a securely fenced yard would be preferred. Monty still has SO much love to
give.
